
Dear St. Luke Family, 

 

As we are into the Christmas season and we look forward to Christ-
mas day and even New Years, we all have wonderful expectations. 
For one, we are all excited about being with our families. Some will 
host the celebrations and others will travel and be hosted. One can-
not help but compare that to the first Christmas when the holy family 
had to travel to a far off city. It wasn’t far off by today’s standards but 
since they were traveling on foot and on the back of a donkey, I’m 
sure it was a loooooong way to Bethlehem. We also remember the 
fact that there was no room for them in the only inn of Bethlehem. I 
say “only” because there was only one mentioned in the story and 
Mary and Joseph took the alternative of sleeping in a “barn.” I can’t 
imagine what it would be like to drive hundreds of miles to visit rela-
tives only to be told that there was no room for me to stay in their 
home. That I’d have to stay in a tent or an equipment shed in the 
back yard.  

 

So the trip was hard and the facilities were less than desirable. But 
this did not prevent the Creator of the universe from coming into the 
world to bless it and save it. Despite all of the discomforts and depri-
vations that He, Mary and Joseph endured, He came to be with His 
people.  

Obviously there are many lessons that can be drawn from this part of the Christmas story but allow me to 
focus on one. Our Sunday worship attendance for December should be the best of any month this year.  
Every Sunday this month we will have something “extra” to add to our Christmas celebration.  Last Sunday 
Chaddaha performed a special worship experience through dance and creative movement.  On the 11

th
, 

our own children and youth will be leading our worship and on the 18
th
 our adult choir will be presenting 

their annual cantata. Even on Christmas day we will have only one service but it will be a joyous     celebra-
tion with all the services together.  
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Surely the distance that we travel to church will not be a hindrance to our attendance. Even those of us who 
come from many miles away can be here in a matter of minutes – and we’re not walking or riding a donkey. 
And certainly the place where we worship and study is a far cry from the barn where the shepherds came to 
worship. It’s much more comfortable with our padded cushions, air conditioning and central heat, etc. We 
even have a good breakfast between the first and second services. So there is no reason to miss worship in 
December.  

 

During this Christmas season, I am asking each member of St. Luke to remember his/her relationship to the 
church and take seriously the commitment to be “present.” Your presence is needed by the church; but 
more importantly, you need to be present for yourself and for your family. God has some important things to 
communicate to us through the church fellowship, the music, the teaching and yes even the preaching. 
Many things that God wants to share with us can only come when we are faithful to honor Him in worship. 
So make a point to be present every Sunday in December – even on Christmas day. And when the new 
year rolls around, keep on coming – every Sunday. Let me say it again: St. Luke needs your presence; but 
you and your family need to be present at St. Luke. This is where we can meet God on a weekly basis. This 
is where God will bless us for our faithfulness to worship and honor Him every week. “O come let us adore 
Him!”
