When I was a kid I believed my dad could do anything.  He once built a fantasy – and much envied -- Cinderella tent 
in our back yard.  He taught me to shoot a mean game of marbles with peewees, crystals and bumbos and he was 
the greatest box kite flyer in the world.  We once got a kite so high it got lost in the clouds. Now that’s high! 
 

But the one thing I remember most was that my father was a giver. He loved his kids and it was obvious by the     
sacrifices he made. He never bought a new car but we had lots of adventurous expeditions to water parks and     
carnivals. He was a huge ice cream enthusiastic and I can proudly tell you that we visited every summer ice cream 
stand within a 50 mile radius of our house.  Once in a while we even got to celebrate with a real chocolate sundae 
(whipped cream, nuts and cherry on top). Now, that was big time!! 
 

God is like that too.  He loves to give gifts.  Sometimes we don’t see them as gifts, just like I didn’t always see my 
dad’s heart when he said “no, not today”, but the heart my earthly dad has can’t compare to the humungous heart of 
my Heavenly Daddy. I know you’ve heard this before and maybe even said it to someone going through a tough 
time but God REALLY is a great provider – and I can prove it. 
 

She was a desolate and desperate widow with little food and fewer options.  As she was gathering sticks for a final 
meal, Elijah came upon her.  After requesting a drink and then some bread, she confessed that “as surely as the 
LORD your God lives, I don’t have any bread – just a handful of flour in a jar and a little olive oil in a jug.” (1 Kings 
17:12)  What seemed the near end of her story was really the beginning of a miraculous provision.  Elijah tells her to 
go make a small loaf of bread for him and THEN make something for herself and her son.  He then tells her that the 
“jar of flour will not be used up and the jug of oil will not run dry until the day the LORD sends rain on the land ” (v. 

14). WOW!  This poor widow from Zarephath was the recipient of a powerful “providing” promise from God. IF she 
obeyed, she would have plenty. That’s what happened too.  Although it didn’t make sense to give away what was 
surely her last meal, she goes back to her kitchen, makes the bread, gives it to the prophet and just as was       
promised, the “jar of flour was not used up and the jug of oil did not run dry.”  We should have such faith!

Chuck Swindoll once wrote that God’s solutions are often 
strange and simple and His promotions usually sudden and surprising.  
Boy, is that the truth! 
 

For many years I believed God provided only the minimum, “just 
enough” to get by, but I have since learned that God is more            
concerned with expanding our faith and obedience than providing us 
with more Happy Meals and a nicer car.   
 

If God can feed a widow and her son on a little flour and oil, imagine 
what He can do with what we have in our kitchens!!
