
very conducive for laughter and building 
relationships and simply being renewed in our 
souls.  I attended my original Emmaus Walk in 
1988 at Blue Lake.   

It turned out to be one of the most 
significant spiritual experiences of my life – even 
to this day.  Because God’s timing is perfect, it 
came at just the right moment.  Since then, I have 
continued to enjoy friendships made on that Walk 
23 years ago.  In 1990, I had the joy to begin a 
new United Methodist church and I was thrilled 
that the congregation agreed with me that the 
name should be the Emmaus UMC.  The reason 
we chose that name was because we learned in 
the Bible that it was at Emmaus where the 
disciples first saw the Risen Lord.  That is what 
the Emmaus Walk has done for so many people; 
they’ve discovered the Risen Lord.  

Over the years, St. Luke has had several 
people attend Emmaus Walks (mostly at Blue 
Lake); and everyone I’ve talked to was deeply 
touched by the experience.

Bethlehem Family Camp  
 

Bethlehem Family Camp began during the days of the brush arbor meetings held in this country after the turn of the 
20th century.  The Reverends A. H. Van Landingham, his brother, O. H. Van Landingham and W. J. Hughes saw a 
need for revival and inspiration in rural Holmes County, Florida and held the first campmeeting near the community  
of Bethlehem in 1931.  The next year the campmeeting was moved to the current site of Bethlehem Family Camp.  
   

Since its meager inception, the camp has grown until it now has five two-story dormitories, three one-story housing 
buildings, various meeting areas, an enclosed conference center, a swimming pool and sports field, a full kitchen with 
three dining rooms, and RV sites, as well as an open air tabernacle seating 500.  
 

Each year during the last week of June, the BFC Board of Directors sponsors its own camp.   We have heard from 
Pastor Mike how these camps have impacted his family through many generations!  If you have any questions about 
Bethlehem camp, please contact Pastor Mike at mike@stluke-umc.org. 
 

Encampment 2011 is June 17-24, 2011.   
 

This is an eight-day camp.  Make plans now to attend as many days as possible. The various programs offered at 
BFC’s encampment are listed below:     
 

Nursery: provided daily from 9 a.m. to end of morning service and from 6 p.m. to end of evening service; for infants 

through children aged three.  (Kids stay with parents in dorm, motel or RV.) 
 

Pre-K & K: ages 4 through children who will be in kindergarten in the Fall.  They are involved in Christian fun, Bible 

lessons and other activities appropriate for the age. (Kids stay with parents in dorm, motel or RV.) 
 

1st through 3rd Grades: children who will enter the 1st, 2nd and 3rd grades in the Fall;  includes rhythm band, crafts,  
Bible stories, worship, music and outdoor play. (Kids stay with parents in dorm, motel or RV.) 
 

Intermediate: those children going into 4th through 6th grades in school in the Fall.  Preaching, teaching, music and 

all other activities are geared to this age level.  This program concentrates on the saving, sanctifying grace of Jesus 
Christ and on lifting Him up as the only Lord. (Kids have their own dorm and counselors.) 
 

Middle School & High School: teens who will enter 7th through 12th grades in the Fall.  These programs follow their 

own schedule and unite with the adult program for evening worship services. Teenagers have their own evangelist, 
as well as a team of trained young adult counselors.  In addition to worship, music and small group Bible study, the 
youth program has daily recreation, choir practice and time for individual Christian fellowship. (Kids have their own 
dorm and counselors.) 
 

College/Young Adult Program: This program is planned for the young adult who may need flexibility in camp       
attendance because of work or studies.  The class sessions include Bible study, spiritual enrichment, sharing,        
fellowship and recreation. 
 

Adult Program: this program allows the older adult opportunities for individual and group Bible study, corporate 

prayer, specialized seminars, and two worship services daily.  The basic schedule for the adult program follows: 
6:30 a.m.: Rising Bell 
7:00 a.m.: Prayer Meeting 
7:30 a.m.: Breakfast 
9:15 a.m.: Adult Seminar 
10:30 a.m.: Morning Worship 
12:00 noon: Lunch 
(Afternoon Recreation as Announced) 
5:00 p.m.: Dinner 
6:00 p.m.: Adult Seminar 
7:00 p.m.: Evening Worship 
(All times are Central Daylight Savings Time.)
