When | was two years old my parents attended for
the first time an old fashioned camp meeting in the
woods north of Bonifay. | don't remember anything
of that week but I've heard it told that it was then
and there that my Dad accepted the call to
preach. After that time in 1952, my parents made
it a point to have me at camp meeting each year
as a child and then as a youth. n 1971, | too
received the call to preach at the camp. It was
there that my brother and sister as well as my own
children have had their most significant spiritual
experiences down through the years. Much of my
theology and my style of ministry and preaching
were formed at that camp meeting.

Sometime in the mid 70s, | became the head
youth counselor and with that job came the
responsibility of planning all the youth activities,
plus being the head counselor in the boys dorm. |
kept that job until | was 50 when it became
obvious that | could not keep up with the kids
anymore. So | retired as the youth leader and
thought I'd just take it easy around camp for a
change. Well, that change lasted about two
years. In 2002 the leadership of the camp elected
me to serve as the camp president. Serving in this
capacity has been a challenge but very
rewarding. We've seen a lot of change in the
old camp over the years. All of our buildings are
air-conditioned, except the large open air
tabernacle. We've added several new buildings
and expanded the recreation opportunities for the
youth and children. We even added a pool several
years ago. And, we also built a first class R.V.
camp with around 20 sites so people can enjoy
the week in the comfort of their own campers. Of
course, there are still other facilities for housing
and the youth and children have their own
dorms. The food is delicious, the fellowship is
wonderful and the preaching is powerful. 4

Several years ago we decided to call attention more
to our family atmosphere at the camp so now we are
called the Bethlehem Family Camp Meeting. In
brief, that means whole families can come to camp
and there will be a program for every age level.
Everyone has a great time but the best thing about
camp meeting is that God has always blessed in
ways we could never have predicted. Over the
decades I've seen thousands of people kneel at the
altars and either accept Christ or rededicate their
lives to him. Preachers and missionaries have been
called from among our youth and children. Every
year when | return to Bethlehem - | feel like | am on
holy ground.

| write all of that to invite you to Bethlehem. You
won't need a star to show you the way. The camp
lasts for eight days but you can stay for as long
as you want or can. This year we will be in
session June 17-25. Compared to other camping
experiences the cost is very low and as I've already
said the food, fellowship and preaching are
outstanding.

There’s a story about a group of friends sitting around
one late summer afternoon. No one remembers how it
started but someone said it must the word luminous.
No, it’s lullaby, thought another. Someone chimed in
that it could be the word wisteria. In the ease of their
camaraderie and the soft quiet of the evening, they
laughed at some suggestions, rolled their eyes at
others.

Then someone mentioned the word melodious and
everyone oohed and aahed and agreed it must be the
word melodious. “No”, someone said, “It's not the
word luminous or lullaby or wisteria or melodious. The
most beautiful word in the world is Hope.”

In the story Matthew tells in chapter 14, we read about
the wild sea adventure of the disciples, the night Peter
performed his miraculous walking-on-water routine.

What's always captured my imagination about this
story wasn’t the size of the storm, Peter's impulsive
leap over the starboard bow or even the disciples hid-
ing like scared cats in the hull of the boat. No, I'm
haunted by the first six words of verse 25 - “During the
fourth watch of the night.” You may not have caught
that but the fourth watch, friends, is 3 o’clock to 6
o’clock in the morning. I've always wondered why Je-
sus waited SO LONG to come to their rescue. | mean,
He loved these guys. They were His friends and to
leave them out there in the violent waves, the lightning
and rain and who knows what going on, why did Jesus
wait? What was He thinking?

Until several years ago | didn’t understand but I've
come to realize that Jesus waited because He knew
they needed to endure the test of time so they could
grow, just as He sometimes needs us to endure the
test of time so we can grow. By waiting, Jesus knew
that the lessons they learned would eventually be
greater than the fears, doubts, even despair they
would experience. He waited so they could come to
the place in their emotions and spirit where they would
need to walk by faith, not rely on comfort or habit.

Walking with Jesus in the daylight, in the sunshine, on
fertile ground is easy. Often, it's only when we come to
the place of raging waters, uncertain times, cold and
fear, uncertainty and darkness that Jesus can separate
the boat-riders from the water-walkers.

That’s only half the story, though. The whole idea of fol-
lowing Jesus means following Him wherever He is. In
this case, Peter saw that Jesus wasn’t in the boat. He
was out there, in the storm. Peter saw what the others
saw but only Peter had the faith to go to Jesus. Or put
another way, only Peter truly placed his hope in Jesus.

Psalm 147:11 says, “The Lord delights in those who fear

him, who put their hope in his unfailing love.” Peter
knew Jesus loved him and Peter desperately wanted to
be somewhere else, even if that somewhere meant he
had to do something crazy, something against all human
common sense to get there. At that moment, the most
beautiful thought Peter had wasn’t the hope of the boat
saving him but the hope of the Lord saving him.

Peter placed his hope in God’s unfailing love and Jesus
delighted by allowing Peter to do something no other hu-
man had ever done. We can do that, too. I'm not saying
God is calling us to walk on the waters of Pensacola
Beach, although | believe He can easily do that, but He
is calling us in our own storms — financial dilemmas,
spiritual mediocrity, relational difficulties, emotional trau-
mas or physical challenges — to do something !

It's the fourth watch and Jesus is calling you and me and
St. Luke to place our HOPE in His unfailing love. He
wants us — bids us — to do something wild and wonderful
for Him. It's time for us to be like Peter and get out of the
boat. You never know, maybe He’s just waiting for us be
our generation’s first water walkers!
